He was Visiting Fellow,
Dumbarton Oaks Research Centre, Washington D.C.; Researcher, Research Centre of Medieval and
Modern Hellenism, Academy of Athens; Teaching Byzantine History, Dept. of History, lonian Univ.,
since 1985. He was elected Associate Professor (1993) and Professor (1998) of Byzantine History,
Dept. of History, lonian Univ. He became Departmental Head, Dept. of History, lonian Univ., six years
(1994-1998, 2002-2004), and first elected Rector of the lonian Univ. (2004-2007 and re-elected 2007-
2011). Director, M.A. course in the “History of Urban Centres after the 16th c.”

He has taken part in numerous conferences in Greece and abroad, and in a variety of research
projects. He has supervised and/or co-supervised about ten doctoral theses.
